meeting minutes July 10, 2019

Meeting opened at 4:10pm by Cdr. Jim Hussey with 25 legionnaires, auxiliary members and guests present.  Salute to the flag, MIA/POW opening ceremony, Pledge of Allegiance, and singing of “America, the Beautiful” were conducted.

Dick Scritchfield presented the finance report: balance as of July 5 in general account is $2288.70, in Privateers Cove/building account $1232.10. Motion made by Dave Carlson to accept, seconded by Jim Traxler, passed.
Committee reports:
Antonio Gaspar for membership committee reports that starting July 1 you can start paying dues for the next year. We need 85% by December 31. If you do not pay by then you are delinquent, and if not paid by Feb 1, you will be suspended. We have 117 members right now.
Rex Corpus of homeless committee is still looking to volunteers to help him with this endeavor. Right now he is still trying to reach the homeless veterans by visiting Hope Services.
Jim Traxler for the building committee reports on all the progress made thus far: improvements to the ticket office/display, outside signs being planned, office is set up to use with a computer, crown molding in the hall is done and pictures/posters are needed for that wall, meeting room is completed with TV, movie screen is up in the hall with plans for improving it, a granite bat top is being donated and will be installed. $1100 is still needed to replace the air conditioning. Income this month was $2848, with expenses at $5017 (-2169). Privateers Cove takes the loss, when we start making profit, that will be split with Privateers Cove.
Old Business:
We received three ($25) awards/trophies from Department: The Rex Willis trophy, the Robert Kreis trophy, and the Wayne Marchand trophy. They gave us $226 for 100% membership. Dave Carlson was re-elected to National Executive Committee, and Antonio Gaspar as Junior Vice for District.
Flag retirement went well, the paper covered it nicely and it brought in new members.
4th of July parade had good attendance, there was a picture on the front page of the paper of Dave Carlson and Susan Bickell.
New Business:
Adopt a Highway will be this Saturday, July 13th, 6-8 AM. Antonio Gaspar gave a safety brief: you must be physically fit, wear walking shoes (no slippers!) and gloves, hat and sunscreen is recommended, no knives or pick axes allowed. Minors must have parents consent.
Funeral for Tome Leone will be Friday, July 12th, at noon at West Hawaii Veterans Cemetery. Rance will be playing “Somewhere Over the Rainbow”. Pot luck luncheon will follow, bring a dish.
There are Department level committees that are looking for volunteers, if you are interested in any, please let one of the officers know. We have representation on some of these already. Post 20 Committees for this next year are: Homeless, Rex Corpus, chairman; Post Operations/Building, Jim Traxler, chairman; Special Events/Activities, Jim Hussey, chairman; Past Commanders Council, Jim Hussey, chairman, Police Call, Antonio Gaspar, chairman.
Rico Pacatang is working on organizing a post bowling league, if anyone is interested, please contact him. Also he is working on getting together a Legion Riders group.
The Post is putting together a Sons of Legion group, Kyle of Privateers Cove is willing to be the president, we need a minimum of 5 members.
